demonstrated their knowledge 
of integrated design and their 
capacity to facilitate the LEEDÊ 
certification process on the LEED™ 
Professional Accreditation exam.  
The accreditation program 
recognizes expertise in green 
building and LEED™ to help meet 
the growing demand within the 
industry.
